What is VolunteerNet?

VolunteerNet is a web portal that provides information and documents on volunteer related activities.  It was developed as a strategy for using web technology to communicate with volunteers.  The AARP Driver Safety Program uses this online information center as a means to bring documents, reports and tools frequently used by volunteers into one central place.  It can be used by any AARP Driver Safety Program volunteer who has access to the internet.  Registration is not required to access VolunteerNet. 

How Can it Help?

VolunteerNet features pertinent resources such as:
· AARP policies and information
· DSP “Hot Topics” (i.e., new policies, procedures or initiatives)
· Frequently used forms such as expense reports, position descriptions, applications, promotional literature, etc.

· Reports (i.e., monthly Participant and Course report and the budget report)

· NEW Comprehensive Training System documents (coming soon)

It is as easy as 1-2-3.  Visit www.aarpvolunteers.com, and you will have AARP Driver Safety Program information at your finger tips instantly.
